Invest and Invite
Introduction:  Perhaps we’ve made personal work too difficult.  A person does not need a theological degree nor be a full time preacher in order to spread the gospel.  They only need to use what they have for the sake of Christ.  Notice the example of the Apostle Andrew:
John 1:40-42

Start with who you know
A.  He sought out the truth
B.  He brought his brother to Jesus

C.  Through him, the church was greatly blessed

John 6:8


Use what you have
A.  He faced a seemingly impossible situation
B.  He gave what he had rather than complain

C.  Through him, the multitudes were blessed

John 12:20-22
Focus on helping others
A.  Philip came to him for help
B.  He helped Philip to do the work

C.  This was a precursor to his work in the church
