What Is a Christian?

The name Christian (found three times in the New Testament) is used in many ways today...often in a wrong way.  Tonight we will study how it was used and how this name describes us.

A Christian is a Disciple, Acts 11:26
A.  A Disciple is a dedicated student and follower


Most often used in a religious sense


Not through dreams or visions but by choice

B.  A Disciple is a follower of Christ


Following his example, 1 Peter 2:21


He is our standard of conduct

A Christian is Persuaded, Acts 26:28
A.  Almost persuaded is not good enough


Felix and Agrippa
B.  We are persuaded to live the Christian life


Denying self, Matthew 16:24-26


Loving God above all else, Luke 14:26-29


Sacrificing everything, Philippians 2:7-8

C.  Some people are hard to persuade


Some like their own ways


Some won’t give anything up


Some just don’t care
