I.  The First Parable:  The House of Israel, 10:1-6

A.  The fold was God’s people under the Jewish Covenant

B.  The shepherd is Christ, 10:2

3.  The door was the door of prophecy, 10:2

4.  The shepherd calls the sheep by name, 10:3

5.  The shepherd leads them out, 10:3

6.  The sheep will not hear a stranger’s voice, 10:5

II.  The Second Parable, The Lord’s Church, 10:7-10
1.  The door is Christ, 10:7

2.  The thieves are those who claim to be the Messiah, 10:8

3.  The door must be entered for one to be saved, 10:9

4.  The sheep go in and find pasture, 10:9

5.  The thief comes to steal and take away, 10:10

III.
Christ Brought All His Sheep To the Same Fold

1.  The sheep not of the Jewish fold were the Gentiles, 10:16

2.  He has made them one flock and fold, 10:16

3.  He has only one church: the fold, Eph. 4:4, Col. 1:18

4.  He is the door to the church; all who are outside are lost

Jesus is the Bread of Life

A.  He is greater than the manna of the wilderness

B.  He fills the heart to satisfaction

C.  He who eats of this bread will never hunger again
