Why Have Translations?
	The common person today does not know Hebrew, Greek or Aramaic, therefore it must be translated
	The question:  Do you educate a person up to a translation or bring the translation down to man

Why Are Translations Different?
	1.  Languages are fluid.  Words used today will not necessarily be used in the same way in 100, 50 or even 20 
		years.  Therefore an effective translation must change.
2.  The purposes of a translation are different.  Some are made to get a certain doctrinal point across.  Others 
	are made to appeal to a certain group of people.  There are many ideas and purposes behind the 
	translating process.

Two Major Theories of Translation

Formal Equivalence or literal translation:			“Word for Word’
Advantages:
1.  This method keeps the text truer to the original, reduces the interpretation of the translators
2.  This method is easier to check for accuracy and faithfulness to the original text
Disadvantages:
1.  The more word for word the translation, the harder it will be to understand easily in English
2.  Every translation must be at least somewhat of a thought for thought translation

Dynamic Equivalence or interpretative translation		“Thought for Thought”
Advantages
1. Dynamic Equivalence is easier to understand in today’s languages
2.  This method can be used to make the Bible ‘come alive’ (have its original impact) to today’s reader
Disadvantages
1.  Relies heavily on the translator’s interpretation of the text.  What are his beliefs and background?
2.  Has a tendency to make the holy into something common.

Suggestions
1.  Use translations made by a committee, not by a single person.  This reduces the personal bias of translators.
2.  Word for word translations are best for study, but thought for thought translations may be profitable for personal 
	devotional time.
3.  Most of all…READ YOUR BIBLE!  Without that, all the study about translations are not useful.
